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Plans are coming together for the launching of an AFAC (Arlington Food Assistance Center) food 
distribution location at Trinity beginning August 2010.  AFAC provides supplemental groceries to 
Arlingtonians in need.  With a mission to feed the hungry, this organization is taking steps to take 
their services on the road by establishing distribution points in the community that may be more 
conveniently located to the clients they serve.  According to AFAC, Trinity Church is an ideal lo-
cation for reaching those in need. 

 Working with AFAC, Trinity’s branch of Mothers’ Union International will open a Food Pantry that will operate 
each Saturday in the month from 2:30 to 3:30 pm.  Volunteer are needed to staff the Food Pantry (typically no more 
than 3-4 volunteers each Saturday) from 2:00 to 4:00 pm to allow time for food delivery, set up and clean up.  Trinity’s 
new diaconal intern, Mary Beth Emerson, will provide leadership in working with Mothers’ Union, recruiting other vol-
unteers and getting this ministry underway.  AFAC will bring the food to be distributed each week and will take it away 
so that our storage needs will be minimal.   

 The Food Pantry is open to anyone who needs groceries.  Those who do not have a referral from a qualifying or-
ganization can receive groceries one time before a referral is required.  After that first time, everyone must have a refer-
ral to continue receiving groceries.  AFAC will provide information on obtaining referrals so that doing so is not an ob-
stacle.  Our main goal and hope is to feed people. 

 Volunteer teams are being formed now.  Please let Mary Beth or Rev. Kim know if you are interested in helping 
us hand out groceries to those who hunger.

at 9:45.  No robes.  
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It’s not our fault.  The 
changing character of youth ministry reflects realities 
we neither created nor can alter. What we are to do is 
to respond faithfully.   
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 Those born before 1980 use technology to support 

existing relationships; did not experience significant 
diversity until adult years; and are accustomed to a 
single stimulus in the learning setting.   

Those born after 1980 use technology to create rela-
tionships; grew up with significant diversity that also 
was reinforced by media; and are accustomed to mul-
tiple stimuli in a learning setting.  Is it any wonder 
what we experience as holy a young person could ex-
perience as wholly boring? 
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 On Saturday, June 19, we bid farewell to Patrick Hoffman, a long time Trinity parishioner who died sud-
denly after a short illness.  Patrick had a small family remaining, mostly cousins spread across the United States.  
They did a tremendous job in stepping in and doing their best to honor Patrick’s wishes and his relationship to 
Trinity Church.  What follows comes from Cris and Judy Hoffman, two family members who attended the service 
celebrating Patrick’s life. 
 Thank you so much for sending on the report regarding the total food collection in honor of Patrick.  The 80 
pounds of food collected for AFAC will stand as a real tribute to him.  That was such a nice touch, and Judy and I 
were glad to be able to participate. 
 The burial on Monday, June 21, went well.  It was a beautiful, sunny day in the Hudson Valley . . . Before we 
took him to the cemetery, we drove him through the neighborhood where he grew up.  The graves of his grandparents 
and his mother sit up on a hillside, and are covered with shade from big maple trees that have been around for a while.  
As you look out, you can see a willow tree next to a pond with ducks or geese swimming on it. A very peaceful set-
ting . . Each of us read from the memorial service bulletin---Judy read one of the scripture lessons and the Gospel se-
lection, and I read a scripture lesson and repeated some of the commendation message that you read on Saturday.  I 
then personally lowered him into the opening right above his mother Lila and said goodbye.  We decided to put his 
Lifesaver Award right into the ground with him, explaining that he would have received it even if he had lived.  Now 
it is right next to him. 
 Next we drove to a monument dealer and ordered a marker for him made out of Vermont granite.  It will match 
his mother's stone and will read Patrick Roy Hoffman 1945---2010 Beloved Son.  We went on to Carlisle, PA on 
Tues. to visit with Pat and Joe Grabey and Aunt Jane.  Pat and Joe really enjoyed looking at the scrapbook, as did 
Jane . . .Everyone we visited marveled at the work that had gone into it. Jane got very emotional when she first started 
looking at the book, and also when she said goodbye to us.  In between, she settled down and was fine as we pointed 
out various items and stressed the positive.  She got some good laughs out of the humorous stories and loved the pic-
tures.  We left the book with her and know that she will always treasure it. 
 Rev. Kim, once again we want to sincerely thank you and the members of Trinity Episcopal Church for all the 
assistance you have provided along the way. Patrick's memorial service was very beautiful, meaningful and special.  
Your homily was magnificent.  I know he is with his parents now and is looking down with approval on all that has 
taken place.  The words of your homily captured it so well---"He will be missed, but he is not missing."  He truly left 
his mark in so many ways. Peace to you and to Pat's many friends at Trinity Episcopal.
